Because she 
isn’t a man, and she isn’t rich. She didn’t buy any school 
lunches for three years - she saved the money. She bought 
her first little boat with her lunch money. She was 11. 

But why is this time different? Because she wants to 
break the solo round the world record. This record is 72 
days and 23 hours so Ellen wants to sail round the world in 
72 days. She wants to sail back home on 9 February 2005.
