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Chapter Two: Catherine’s New Friends

Author: Adrian Tennant

Level: Beginner — pre-intermediate

Age: Teenagers / adults

Time needed: 30 minutes approx

Activity 1

@ Ask your students to sit back and relax.

@ Tell them you are going to play Chapter Two, but
that you will play it section by section. Tell them all you
want them to do is listen.

© Play the recording until ‘Catherine was very happy.’

@ Then, put students in pairs and decide who is
student A and who is student B. (In each pair there
should be one A and one B.)

© Ask all the student As to start retelling the section
of the story they heard to their partner.

@ Explain that the student Bs should interrupt if they
remember things differently or if they can add more
details.

@ Play the recording again and ask the students to
listen to see how much they had remembered.

© Now repeat the procedure with the next section of
the story from ‘It was Friday evening.’ until ‘The Tilneys
live at Northanger Abbey.’ This time ask student Bs to
try to retell the story to their partner.

© Again, play that part of the recording again.

(D Repeat this activity with the other sections of the
story.

From ‘Henry Tilney bowed to Catherine.’ until “You
must remember all of them.’ (Student As retell)

From ‘The next morning, Catherine and Mrs Allen went
to the Pump Room.’ until ‘James stayed with us at
Christmas.’ (Student Bs retell)

From ‘Soon Catherine and Isabella were talking
happily.” until “Then, we will walk together to the Royal
Crescent.’ (Student As retell)

And finally from ‘After that, Catherine and Isabella
went everywhere together.’ until the end of the chapter.
(Student Bs retell)
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Note: Don’t check how well students did, let them self-
check when they are listening to the recording again.
You will notice lots of things if you just watch the faces
of your students.

Extension: A postcard from Bath

Ask students to imagine that they are Catherine.
Have them write a postcard from Bath describing
her life there.

Activity 2

@ On the board write the following verbs:
go drink meet take
sit  hold see tell

@ Explain to the students that you will play the
recording again and that you want them to put their
hands up every time they hear the past tense of one
of these verbs.

© Play the recording again.
@ Watch carefully to see which students are looking
at the other students and putting up their hands a split

second after the word appears on the recording.

© An alternative way is to ask the students to listen
with their eyes closed to prevent any cheating.

Extension: Past simple practice

Ask the students to write out the verbs from the board
and the correct past tense form of each one.
