{ PROCEDURE

i 1 Ask the students to watch you. Choose one of the mime

: cards and mime the actions you would do in preparation
for the action marked on the card (but not the action
itself). Freeze just before the action itself and ask the class
What am I going to do? You do not have to be a brilliant
mime artist, but it is essential that you are willing to mime
enthusiastically and not be embarrassed ~ this will put the
students at ease when it is their turn to do a mime.

{ 2 Tell the students that they are going to take it in turns to
: do similar mimes for the rest of the students to guess. But
before they begin, divide the class into teams of five to

eight.

i 3 Decide which team is going to play first and ask them to
choose a student to do the first mime. Remind them they
must freeze just before the action and say What am I
going to do?

{ 4 Give the first player a mime card and explain to the class

: that, when he/she freezes, only the members of his/her
team are allowed to call out a guess at first. Team members
should consult before guessing. If his/her team do not
guess the action correctly, the other teams are allowed to
guess. Teams score two points for a correct guess.

5 Continue until all the mime cards have been used. The
: team with the highest score are the winners.
