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BEGORE VIEWING

Write the titles of the six Zones on the board.

ON-SCREEN

1.
Focus on the picture.

[IWB]
Ask the students why it illustrates ‘The Natural World’.

Possible answer

‘It shows a very cold place, with no sign of humans.’

2.
Explore the picture

[IWB]
Ask the students to look carefully at it and suggest answers to these questions:

‘ Is it your country?’ (It is in the Arctic)
‘ What human things can you see?’ (none)

‘ What natural things can you see? (mountains, snow, rocks (?), sky...)

‘ What do you feel when you look at it? (cold, excited, curious...)

Ask the students what the picture shows about these things:

· weather, time of day, human activities, animal life, the climate

FOLLOW-UP

Ask the students to suggest or bring in photos that illustrate ’The Natural World’ for them.
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
